you’re losing leverage. If you 

don’t have any lateral lean (to 

your ballside) in order to have the 

swing under or inside your chin, 

you’re losing leverage. If your 

slide foot isn’t stopped when the 

ball passes it, you’re losing lever-

age. If your slide leg is straight or 

back bent over more than 45
